Approach
the vehicle from the rear, with the Wind Deflector facing forward. Lift the Rack up and over the Roof
positioning it above the Foot Rail. Bring the Rack down slowly, lining up the Bolts in the Rack with the
holes in the top of the Foot Rail. Hand tighten the Rack to the Foot Rail using the M8 Washers and M8
Nyloc Nuts supplied.

Center the rack - left to right (check using a tape measure). Fasten all the Nyloc Nuts securing the Rack to
the Foot Rails and place a M8 Nut Cap (Iltem 9) over each Nyloc Nut.
